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COVENANTS

NOW, THEREFORE, Ridgeway and COUNTY, in consideration of the terms and
conditions set forth berein, all of which are hereby acknewledged, do hereby agree as

follows:

SECTION 1: DURATION.

The duration of this Agreement shall be from the execution date of this Agreement to the
esrlier of (i) completion of the Project as defined herein, provided that this Agreement is
executed by Ridgeway and COUNTY or (if) three (3) years from the date hereof.

SECTION 2: PURPOSE.

The purpose of this Agreement is to set forth and esteblish the responsibilities and
obligations of Ridgewsay and COUNTY conceming a 101st Avenue and State Line Road intersection
improvement public works project.

SECTION 3: PROJECT DEFINED,

This Project is defined, as amended from time to time, as an intersection improvement
project of 1015t Avenné and State Line Road intersection improvement public works project, to
be sipervised and completed by COUNTY, including the instellation of traffic control signals,
the acquisition of land, the widening of each Avenue st various points, and the re-pavement of
each roed at various points. The Project is further defined by the engineering plans prepared
by NIES Engineering, Inc.

e SECTION 4: FROJECT FUNDING.
The COUNTY shall be the lead for the construction of the project and shall let the
bids. Ridgeway agrees to pay to COUNTY the amount not to exceed $170,060.00 to
help fund the Project upon execution of this Agreement.

SECTION 5: ADMINISTRATION AND AUTHORITY DELEGATION.

A.  This Agreement shall be administered through LAKE COUNTY. The powess of
LAKE COUNTY shall be as follows: the powers of the entity shall be exercised by LAKE
COUNTY &nd shall be construed to include all powers directly granted it under the Act and only
those powers exercisable by the participating entities individually and deemed necessary to carry-
out the Project commencement and completion as set forth in Section 3 of this Agreement.

B.  Thatthe LAKE COUNTY AUDITOR is hereby designated to rdceive, disburse,
and account for all fimds pursuant to this Agreement, and firrther, thet all claims for supplies,
materials, services or other expenses shall be examined and approved by LAKE COUNTY.

SECTION 6: ASSIGNMENT OF RIGHTS.
No Party shall assign, delegate, or otherwise transfer its rights and obligations as set
forth in this Agreement to any other entity.

SECTION 7: AMENDMENTS.
The tezms of this Agreement may not be amended, supplemented, waived or modified
without the prior writtea approval of all Parties.
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SECTICON 8: FORCE MAJEURE.

Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, Ridgeway and COUNTY, shafl not be
deemed in defaylt or in breach of this Agreement to the extent it is unable to perform due to en
event of Force Majeure. For the purpose of this Agreement, Force Majeure shall mean and include
any act of God, accident, fire, lockout, strike or other labor dispute, riot or civil commotion,
act of public enemy, failwre of tramsportation facilities, enactment, rule, order, or act of
government or governmental instrumentality (whether domestic or international and whether
federal, state or local, or the interational equivalent thereof), failure of technical difficulties, or
any other cause of any nature whatsoever beyond the control of Ridgewry and COUNTY,
which was not avoidable in the exercise of reasonable care end foresight.

SECTION 9: NOTICES.
All notices required to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing, and deemed

The
Program mitigates the fiscal effects stemming from the public health emergency
with respect to the Coronavirus Disease; and

WHEREAS, Lake County, by virtue of its designation as an “urban county” as defined in
Section 102 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 (42 U.S.C.
5302) shall receive a direct allocation from the Secretary of the Treasury; and

WHEREAS, Lake County’s ARP Local Fiscal Recovery Fund allocation will be advanced
to Lake County and is expected to receive fifty percent (50%) of its federal
allocation by May 10, 2021 and anticipates receiving the remaining portion not less
than 12 months later than receipt of its first payment of federal funds; and

WHEREAS, the following allowable uses of ARP Local Fiscal Recovery Fund Allocation for
costs incurred on or after March 3, 2021 through December 31, 2024 are:

(1)  Torespond to the public health emergency with respect to the Coronavirus
Disease 2019 (COVID-19) or its negative economic impacts, including
assistance to households, small businesses and nonprofits, or aid to
impacted industries such as tourism, travel and hospitality;

(2)  To respond to workers performing essential work during the COVID-19
public health emergency by providing premium pay to eligible workers of
the County that are performing such essential work, or by providing grants
to e]l(igible employers that have eligible workers who perform essential
work;

3 For the provision of government services to the extent of the reduction in
revenue of the County due to the COVID-19 public health emergency
relative to the revenues collected in the most recent full fiscal year of the
County prior to the emergency; or

4 To make necessary investments in water, sewer, or broadband
infrastructure; and

recipients from using funds for deposits into any pension fund and in the event
