WHEREAS, many disabled veterans require walkers, canes, and wheelchairs to navigate the
journey to the Veterans Office; and

WHEREAS, on March 24, 2021, the Veterans Service Office requested the Lake County Board
of Commissioners to conduct a new security assessment and improvement study
to address the problems caused by the current closure of the south entrance to
Building “A” (Exhibit “A”); and
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WHEREAS, the Lake County Board of Commissioners have not responded to the requests
from the Veterans Office for a new Study.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1 That the current Security Assessment and Improvement Study
regarding public traffic going into and out of the Lake County
Government Complex was conducted in 2007.

2, That conditions which may have supported the 2007 Study have
changed, especially the location of the Lake County Veterans
Services Office, causing hardship for disabled veterans.

3. That the Lake County Council supports a new Security
Assessment and Improvement Study to address the current
problems caused by the implementation of the 2007 Study,
especially issues effecting disabled veterans.

In reading over and studying the Security Assessment & Improvement Study from October 19, 2007
we have found some faults with the final report. The study by DLZ states the entrance to the South of
Building “A” should be used for egress only and not for public use. This is wrong as that entrance has
always been used as an entry point for the “A” building.

This study was completed and delivered to the Board of Commissioners in October 2007. It was
basically outdated and unusable within 6 months of its completion, The study never took into
consideration the Veterans Office or their clients needs. After being moved downstairs to our current
locatlon the south entrance was open for Veterans and their familles. In 2019 two (2) weeks after we
were moved downstairs the entrance was closed by the Commissioners. The Commissioners based
their decision on this 12 year old outdated report.

We respectively ask the Commissioners to have another study initiated as soonas possible. This
would be to review the 14 year old decision that never even considered the Veterans Office and their
needs. We have many disabled Veterans that have required walkers, canes and wheelchairs to come
to our office for appointments. The Veterans of Lake County should not be ignored anymore and the
Commissioners need to step up and do something about our Veteran’s needs.

The new study would only have to be of the three (3) courtrooms that would benefit from the
opening of the South door and the Veterans Office. It might be noted the door is open now for the

county ezplovees of the Government Center and 911 employees.

(CCPWD) GRANT FUND, A NON-REVERTING FUND

WHEREAS, pursuant to I.C. 36-2-3.5-5, the County Council shall adopt ordinances
to promote efficient County Government; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to I.C. 36-2-5-2(b), the County Council shall appropriate money to
be paid out of the County Treasury, and money may be paid from the County
Treasury only under appropriation made by the County Council, except as
otherwise provided as law; and

WHEREAS, the Lake County Council desires to establish by ordinance all funds within
the County Treasury, from which appropriations and transfers require County
Council approval; and

WHEREAS, the Lake County Community Economic Development Department has been awarded
a grant of $110,000.00 under the CARES Act - CDBG-COVID Supplemental

Funding Program; and

WHEREAS, New Star Services will be the sub-recipient of the grant to provide Lake
County citizens with disabilities the ability to increase their strengths and skills
with socialization and connectivity using technology by creating
virtual courses for health and wellness, employment readiness and
creative expression; the partnership will also purchase 25 tablets for a
device lending library to facilitate access to the virtual courses; and

WHEREAS, the Lake County Council desires to create a Lake County Community
Economic Development Department’s CARES Act - CDBG COVID-19
Community Connection for People with Disabilities (CCPWD) Grant Fund, a non-
reverting fund, for the deposit of $110,000.00 in funds.

NOW, THEREFORE, LET IT BE ORDAINED AS FOLLOWS:

1. That the Lake County Community Economic Development
Department’s CARES Act - CDBG COVID-19 Community
Connection for People With Disabilities (CCPWD) Grant Fund,

a non-reverting fund, is established for the deposit of

$110,000.00 in funds. An amount not-to-exceed $104,500.00

of said Funds shall be used by the sub-recipient New Star Services
to create virtual courses for health and wellness, employment
readiness and creative expression; the partnership will also purchase
25 tablets for a device lending library to facilitate access to

the virtual courses.
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2 An amount not-less-than $5,500.00 in CCPWD
Grant funds may be charged by the Lake County
Community Economic Development Department
to administer the grant.

3. That pursuant to I.C. 36-2-5-2(b), the Lake County
fiscal body shall appropriate all money to be paid out
of the fund, except as otherwise provided by law.

4. Any money remaining in the fund at the end of the year
shall not revert to any other fund but continues in the
Lake County Community Economic Development
Department’s CARES Act - CDBG COVID-19 Community
Connection for People With Disabilities (CCPWD)
Grant Fund. Any Grant reimbursement funds will be
de-obligated at the expiration date of this Grant Agreement.
