This is why this (resolution) is before you today because there is no logical, feasible and 
fair explanation as to why Lake County can not elect their Superior Court Judges. 
 
Hamm – Eighty -five percent of the African American communities reside in one of those counties throughout the 
State. Seventy-five percent of the Caucasian voters reside in the other eighty-eight counties. It appears to me that it 
is racial injustice. I feel that it is time that we be treated like the rest of the counties.
