RECITALS

WHEREAS, St. John, Schererville, and Lake County previously entered into an Interlocal
Governmental Agreement for certain road improvement and rehabilitation work on West 85"
Avenue; however, after receiving the bids, those costs were higher and that previous agreement
is hereby null and void; and

WHEREAS, all parties are still desirous of entering into this Interlocal Governmental
Agreement for the purpose of cooperating with one another and setting forth the parties’
contribution toward the rehabilitation and reconstruction of W. 85" Avenue, including a full depth
reclamation of exiting asphalt, approaches, and turn lanes, from Alexander Street to Lake Hills
Drive (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the Parties agree that the Project will provide benefit to the citizens of St.

WHEREAS, the parties, through the Town of St. John bid out the project and the lowest
responsible bidder submitted a bid for the total project cost for the project in the amount of Eight
Hundred & Forty-Five Thousand, Five Hundred & Forty-three and 75/100 ($845,543.75) Dollars

which was approxiamately 30% greater than originally anticipated; and
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WHEREAS, the Parties have agreed to share the costs of the Project with Schererville
contributing Two Hundred Four Thousand Two Hundred Thirty-Six and 21/100 ($204,236.21)
Dollars and Lake County contributing One Hundred Forty-Two Thousand and 00/100
($142,000.00) Dollars.

NOW, THEREFORE, FOR GOOD AND VALUABLE CONSIDERATION, THE RECEIPT
OF WHICH IS HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGED, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

Prior to filing suit, a party who believes it
has been aggrieved by any violation of any provision of this Agreement by the other party shall
first give written notice of such grievance or violation of this Agreement to the other party and
shall afford a period of at least thirty (30) days in which the other party may cure the violation.
The prevailing party in any litigation to enforce this Agreement shall be entitled to recover its
reasonable attorney fees and expenses of litigation from the other party or parties.

Section 6. Assignment. No party to this Agreement shall assign its rights or
obligations hereunder without the express written consent of the other parties obtained and

delivered in the manner required by law.
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Section 7.  Entire Agreement. This instrument contains the entire Agreement of the
parties. No promise, term, condition or representation which is not contained herein shall have
any force or effect.

Section 8.  Anti-Waiver Provision. The waiver by any party of any right granted
under this agreement upon any occasion shall not operate as a waiver of the same right on any
subsequent occasion.
