Scott: The budget is balanced. The rate of the county is going from $.6568 in 2022 to $.6490 in 2023. That
reduction is appreciated and consistent with what we’ve been doing for the last three or four years.
Anything we add beyond what’s already on the agenda for the housekeeping items, we would have to
subtract from somewhere else to maintain balance.
